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Fellowship of the Spirit – 1 Corinthians 2:9-12

I. No Eye Has Seen nor Ear Has heard

9 But as it is written: “ Eye has not seen, nor ear heard, Nor have entered into the heart of                               man the things which God has prepared for those who love Him.” (1 Cor. 2:9)  

A. No man has seen, heard or perceived the great things God has prepared for those who love Him. 

1. There are hidden or unperceived things of God.  Our natural senses can perceive limited amounts of God.  (Romans 1:19-20).   
20 For since the creation of the world His invisible attributes are clearly seen, being Understood by the things that are made, even His eternal power and Godhead, so that they are without excuse (Romans 1:20).                              

2. God reveals Himself to us.  

a. Uncreated God.
b. He displays Himself.
c. Revelation – Desires to reveal Himself and make Himself known to us.  

B.
God reveals by the Holy Spirit – New Covenant

3. New Covenant (Jeremiah 31, Ezekiel 36, John 7:37, John 16:13). 

                       27 I will put My Spirit within you and cause you to walk in My statutes, and you will keep My    

                          judgments and do them. (Ezekiel 36:27)

4. Holy Spirit Reveals God to Man. (Eph 1:17-19, 1 Jn 2:27, Mt 16:17,Romans 5:5).
a. He will escort us and lead us into the knowledge of God.  

13 However, when He, the Spirit of truth, has come, He will guide you into all truth. (Jn 16:13) 

II. The holy spirit searches all things

For the Spirit searches all things, yes, the deep things of God (1 Cor 2:10

A. The Holy Spirit is a Person (Mind/Will/Emotions) of the Trinity.  He is God.  

B. God searching God for Eternity – The fellowship of the Trinity.  

C. Holy Spirit searches All things.  

D. He Searches the Deep things of God.  Paul’s emphatic “YES!” Paul had experienced deep things in God. 

1. Deep places in the knowledge of God – His thoughts, emotions, plans and redemptive purposes.     

E. Revelation is given to us by the Holy Spirit, not by men or women.  

III. FELLOWSHIPPING WITH THE HOLY SPIRIT

A. He lives in your spirit forever (John 14:16).  He is a real Person.  He is the glory of God.  

B. We must cultivate a relationship with Him over time.

1. Turn the attention of your mind inward to the Holy Spirit – the Life source of God.  

2. Speak to Him as a Person.  

3. Wait on Him.  

a. Be calm and quiet – quiet your soul by thinking on a scripture (Psalm 131:2).  

b. Time and focus – set apart time and set your mind on Him over and over again.  

C. Speak to the Indwelling Spirit

1. Speak short phrases from Holy Spirit verses (1 Cor 2:9-12, Jn 14-16, Jn 7:37).

a. “Holy Spirit, teach me.  Show me things.  Escort me into truth.  Thank you for abiding in me forever.  I am not alone.  I am not an orphan.  Cause me to be filled with the river of life in my inner man.”  

2. Speak quietly, slowly, repetitiously.  Say ‘thank you’ often.  Sigh.  

D. Have a pure and sincere heart before God.

1. God will be silent if you are in deliberate sin.  Repent of known sin or repent as He brings things up in your prayer time.  
2. Clarity and conviction will increase in your life as you gaze on Him in these times.  

E. Receiving the life of the Holy Spirit.

1. The fruit of these prayer times:

a. a greater spontaneous flow of revelation and wisdom

b.  fruits and gifts of Spirit.  

c. Godly desires for the Word, prayer, His presence and fasting.  
d. Hunger for righteousness.  
e. Increased ability to intercede with the Lord.  
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
