REVELATION 22:17:  THE SPIRIT AND THE BRIDE SAY, “COME.”

I.
GLOBAL END-TIME WORSHIP MOVEMENT

A. Revelation 22:17 is an important prophecy for the end-times.  It shows us three things:  the Church will be in full unity with the Holy Spirit’s move on the earth in the last days, the Church will walk in her identity as Jesus’ Bride in the last days, and the Church will be unified in her intercession for the Lord’s return.  
B. The Holy Spirit is moving in the earth to bring forth a lovesick Church that is united in intercession for the Bridegroom’s return to earth.  We must partner with the Holy Spirit in what He is doing as we grow in our relationship with God and as we lead others in their relationships with God.  
C. We need a vibrant relationship with the Holy Spirit so that He can transform us, speak to us and use us to minister to others.

D. We can have a vibrant relationship with the Holy Spirit as a person if we will talk to Him or fellowship with Him.  

II.
THE PERSON OF THE HOLY SPIRIT

A. The Holy Spirit is fully God.  He is no less God than the Father or the Son.  He is the fullness of divine wisdom, character and power.  

B. He has a mind, will and emotions.  He feels things.  He thinks things.  He does things.  

C. He can be grieved/saddened and He can be quenched (Ephesians 4:20, 1 Thessalonians 5:19).  

D. He is jealous for your love and transformation (James 4:5).

E. He came to resurrect your spirit when you received Jesus (new birth) and then He came to live in your spirit.  He will live in your spirit forever.  
F. He is the down payment of your resurrected body (Ephesians 1:14, 2 Corinthians 1:22, 5:5).  
III.
THE MINISTRY OF THE SPIRIT

A. The ministry of the Spirit is the primary benefit to the Gospel.  The indwelling of the Holy Spirit is the primary distinction between the Old Covenant and the New Covenant.  

B. He is the Helper and Comforter (John 14:16, 16:8).  He helps us grow in peace, love, conviction, obedience to Jesus and transform us from the inside (John 16:13).  
C. He is the Teacher (John 14:26).  He will teach us all things.
D. He escorts us into the knowledge of God (John 16:13).  

E. He will tell us what God is going to do in our lives and in the earth (John 16:13). 

F. He will give us direction in our lives (Acts 13:2, 16:6-10, 8:29).
G. He will minister the gifts of prophecy, miracles and healings through us (1 Corinthians 12:8-10).  

H. He will give us the fruits of the Spirit (Galatians 5:22-23).  

I. He gives us revelation of God as Abba Father (Romans 8:15).
J. He writes the Word of God on our thoughts and emotions (Hebrews 10:15-17).  
K. He gives us a spirit of prayer to cry out for the Lord’s return and the restoration of the created order (Romans 8:23-26, Revelation 22:17).  
IV.
ACCESSING THE FULLNESS OF THE INDWELLING SPIRIT

A. The fullness of God lives in our spirit but we do not access the fullness of God.  We receive power from the Holy Spirit as we talk to Him.  Many never actually talk to Him.  

B. We walk in the Spirit as much as we talk to the Spirit.  This is very easy to do but it takes time and agreement.  We take the time to dial down and talk to the Spirit through the day and then when we talk to Him we agree with Who He is and What wants to do in us.  

C. Take various passages about the Spirit and thank Him for doing what the Word says He does.  Thank Him for the peace that dwells in your spirit.  Your verbal agreement, while concentrating on Him in prayer, will allow you to access the life of God in your spirit.  
D. Speak short phrases slowly and speak them over and over again.  “Teach me Holy Spirit.  Guide me into all truth.  Use me in prophecy.  Thank you for peace and joy.”  

E. You will begin to access and feel the life of God in you more and more.  You will hear His voice more clearly.  You will become more tender to the Word.  You will experience more of the fruit of the Spirit and gifts of the Spirit.  

F. You will experience more of the Spirit of prayer.  You connect to Him and He will connect you to the heart of God and the plans of God and He will awaken a groan within you for those things to come to pass.
